Who: All Sophomores 

What: PreACT Test 

Why: Students will 

●​ Expose themselves to a practice test designed to get a feel for the ACT. 

●​ Assess academic strengths and areas for improvement. 
●​ Familiarize themselves with the test format, practice time management, and gain insight into their 

potential performance on the actual ACT.  
●​ Allows them to make informed decisions about study strategies and future testing plans.

What: ACT Test

admissions test that is used by many universities across the U.S.  
●​ Will be tested on four main subjects: English, math, reading, and science 
●​ Will use test scores help colleges assess academic skills and determine eligibility for admission, 

scholarships, and other academic opportunities

IOWA TESTING 

 
As part of the state graduation requirements, students at Cardinal Mooney must pass the IOWA 
Assessment with a minimum total score of 255 on the two mathematics sections and 249 on the 
three English Language Arts sections. These assessments are also used to renew students who are 
on EdChoice and The Peterson Scholarship.  

 
Students were tested on December 3rd and 4th, and the results are in. A letter will be sent home with 
those results in the coming weeks.  
 
IOWA Assessment retakes for students who have not met the minimum requirements and ALL 
FRESHMEN will be held on the following dates:

Tuesday, April 8, 2025 English (vocabulary, reading, written expression) 8:30 a.m.
